Power MacIntosh AutoStart 9805 Information

IDENTIFICATION
The following are known symptoms of an AutoStart 9805 infection on a Power MacIntosh:
* the system restarts (unexpectedly) after inserting a diskette or mounting another volume
* "DB" application flashes on the menu bar quickly when a diskette is inserted
* slow-down of the system at 30 minute intervals
* an invisible "Desktop Print Spooler" file in the extensions folder
* an invisible application file "DB" on the root of diskettes
* a process is active named "Desktop Print Spooler"
PREVENTION
1. The worm affects Power MacIntosh systems only.
2. To assist identifying the invisible files on disks, use a utility that shows invisible applications such as ResEdit.
3. View the processes using either Process Watcher or Macsbug.
4. The risk of a new infection can be effectively eliminated by disabling the CD-ROM AutoPlay feature in the QuickTime Settings control panel in QuickTime 2.5 or later, though this will not help if the system is already infected. It also will not prevent an infected Mac from creating the invisible DB files on a system whose volumes are shared on a network. Versions of QuickTime prior to 2.5 lack the means to disable the AutoPlay feature, so Apple's QuickTime group recommends upgrading to QuickTime 2.5 if you have an older release. Disabling Audio CD AutoPlay is unnecessary, as ordinary audio CDs cannot carry this worm.
